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Introduction

The aim of this work as it has been defined is to collect and analyze the basic data published in the different official sources in order to prepare a deeper visit on Romania (preliminary Desk Study)

This work is supposed to supply a preliminary mapping of the situation in order to define the first opportunities and priorities concerning the development of the Romanian Fruit and Vegetables exports.

The objective is to concentrate our efforts on produces presenting “a priori” an interesting potential for export or alternatively on produces which could in the near future replace costly imports and by this fact improve the agricultural commercial balance. 

It is clear that this stage is exploratory and that our analyses and conclusions will have to be completed during our visit in Romania.

It is important to note the rarity of the published information on the subject and it’s imprecision. Particularly concerning export data, the main available source is the F.A.O. We had very strong difficulties to obtain data directly from Romanian sources. 

The main sources used are mentioned in the appendix.

Executive Summary

The objectives of this work are to supply a preliminary mapping of the situation in order to define the opportunities and priorities concerning the development of the Romanian Fruit and Vegetables exports.

The main goal is to define the products with an interesting potential for export or alternatively, the products that could replace costly imports and by this fact improve the agricultural commercial balance.

The total agricultural production decreased between 1989 and today, mainly due to the reorganization of the sector.

Even if the surface of production stood constant, the yields were negatively affected by:

· a fall in the use of inputs, due to the expansion of the private sector (which 

     could not afford to buy them)

· a reduction in the area irrigated, due to the general deterioration of the

     irrigation system.

· Rising input costs

· The failure of the up- and down-stream sectors to give sufficient advice to farmers.

The production is quit large in the absolute, but it is important to remember that Romania is a largely populated country  (22 million inhabitants). 

This production is mainly oriented to the domestic market and proportionally the exports are limited.

The main vegetables grown are: melons, cabbage, tomatoes and onions.

The main fruits: plums, apples and raspberries. 

During last years, it has been a development of vegetable imports (25% of the imports), but mainly of tropical fruits (75% of the imports) which are difficult to replace.

The exports are stable at a level of 20 million Euro for fruits as well as for vegetables.

The traditional export items nearly collapsed during last years and concentrate today on fresh inputs for industry (gherkin or apples) or specialties (mushrooms or walnuts)

In those conditions, it seems that two research directions could be adopted:

1 - On the basis of the main existing products

The possibility should be checked to select a significant quantity of product, to improve its quality at an acceptable level for European markets in order to start an export process as soon as possible.

This model could work for fruits like apples, plums, walnuts or cherries. For vegetables, cucumbers and mushrooms have to be checked.

2 -  Concerning other existing or potential products, a short feasibility study should be made by product, especially concerning agro-technical conditions and market demand to define which crop could be encouraged.

In vegetables, the potential seems to be melons, tomatoes, peppers and strawberries. In fruits: raspberries, and other berries. 

1. General presentation of the Romanian agriculture

The total surface of agricultural land in Romania stands at 14,8 million hectares.

Cereals represent more than 40% and Fruits and vegetables about 3% together of this surface.

Today, over 85% of the agricultural land has been privatized, but two third of the area belongs to very small farm (less than 2,5 ha as an average).

Land can be bought and sold only from June 1998, although the maximum area which can be owned by one person is 200 ha. Some farmers are attempting to achieve economically effective farm sizes by leasing land. Romanian producers are only gradually beginning to form associations. Today, private farms account for 87.7 per cent of the total vegetable production and 73.8 per cent of the total fruit production.

The agricultural sector employs officially more than 40% of the active population (about 3.5 million people) but in fact this large proportion could hide some unemployment. Obviously, the necessary evolution to a modern agriculture will pose some acute social problems.

Mainly due to the reorganization of the sector, the total agricultural production decreased between 1989 and today. 

Yields were negatively affected by:

· a fall in the use of inputs, due to the expansion of the private sector (which could not afford to buy them)

· a reduction in the area irrigated, due to the general deterioration of the irrigation system.

· Rising input costs

· The failure of the up- and down-stream sectors to give sufficient advice to farmers.

2. The production of Fruit and Vegetables in Romania

2,1) Global figures

In 2002, the Romanian production of fruit and vegetables was estimated to:

· In surface: 420,000 hectares for fruits (without melons), 270,000 hectares for        potatoes and 290,000 hectares for vegetables (including melons). In total, the area for Fruit and Vegetables represents about 7% of the agricultural surface.

· In volume: 2.14 million tons for fruits, 4 million tons for Potatoes and 3.64 million tons for vegetables.

This production is quit large in the absolute, but it is important to remember that Romania is a largely populated country  (22 million inhabitants). 

This production is mainly oriented to the domestic market and we will see forward than exports are limited.
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As it can be seen, the production decreased during the 80’s (especially for vegetables and potatoes) and stabilized during the 90’s, even if we can observe strong variations from one year to another, mainly due to climatic problems.

2,2) The vegetables production

More than 90% of potatoes are produced by private farmers for personnal consumption, pigs feeding or direct sales on the local market.

Also for fresh vegetables, the part of the private production is very important (over 80%) and mainly used for self consumption. The vegetable production is particularely intensive around Bucarest where the main crops are new potatoes, tomatoes, onions, cabbage and peppers. There are also green belts around the main cities: Timisoara, Arad, Craiora, Galati and Braila.

 Out of Grapes, which are mainly produced for wine, the main fruits produced in Romania are Plums, Apples, Raspberries and Cherries.

Production breakdown for fruits in 2002
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As it can be seen, one assist to a reduction of the production, mainly in Apples and Plums. 

For these two main products, there is a constant diminution in the number of bearing trees each year. The main reason is the lack of financial resources in order to renew the orchard. On the other hand the increasing price of the inputs avoid growers from performing the proper chemical sprayings.

The area harvested for apples was of 85,600 ha in 1995 and 70,000 ha in 2002. For Plums the figures was 102,000 ha and 96,000 ha respectively.

Despite its substantial production, Romania is not a significant producer of dessert apples by international standards and has hardly any exports. This is mainly because of the varieties grown and the overmaturity of its orchards. Over 40% of the trees are over 20 years old and half of them are between 10 and 20 years old.

Apples are frequently harvested by shaking the trees. The majority is processed and marketable dessert apples are sorted by hand for the local market.

The Jonathan variety accounts for 40% of apples produced on intensive farms followed by Golden Delicious with 25% and Red Delicious (mostly Stark Crimson) with 15%.

Concentration on the obsolete Red Delicious variety, on the Jonathan apples, which are hard to sell on the world market, and on the Golden Delicious apples, which do not achieve optimum coloration under Romanian climatic conditions, does not provide a good starting position for the export of fresh market produce.

A growing proportion of fruit is only suitable for processing. 

German experts reported in 1998 that the only storage facilities available are cold stores. Following their reports there were no Controlled Atmosphere (C.A.) stores in Romania.

They stressed the fact that the wholesale trade had to be developed and insisted on the lack of expertise and the wretched advisory service. 

3. The processed Fruit and Vegetables sector

The processing firms face a number of problems: raw material supplies, a drastic fall in domestic and international demand, and poor quality of products and packaging.

The same German Experts explained in their report than the raw material supplies to the processing industry fell by 50% between 1989 and 1990 and have since tended to fall further rather than stabilize. The strong dependence on the prices of the fresh produce market has a strong negative effect on the supply of raw materials.

One of Romania’s largest export markets was lost when COMECON collapsed. Reactivating these markets is a long-term process. On the local market, the producers have to compete against hard Western Europe actors.

Romania’s poor quality image as a producer of processed goods does not exactly favor the development of new markets. The high quality requirements regarding the production process, as well as for the fruit quality are rarely met. 

For example, the Romanian tomato purée is at present unacceptable for markets with high standards of hygiene.

4.  The Foreign Trade

4,1) Imports

Following the European Union data, the imports of vegetables jumped in 2000 from 13.5 million Euro in 1999 to 22,2 million Euro. The main source of imports (about 50%) is the rest of the world which means not the European community (mainly Greece), nor the other candidate countries to the EC (mainly Turkey), the USA or the former Soviet Union.
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The F.A.O. data shows higher imports. 

The main imported vegetables in 2001 are:

· Tomatoes

39,304 tons for a value of $5,952,000

· Onions


25,996 tons for a value of $3,605,000

Fruits represent by far the main item: in 2001 it represents about 75% of the imports. It is mainly constituted by tropical fruits, for a total of approximately 140,000 tons, from it:

· Oranges 

50,158 tons

· Grapefruits  

8,293 tons

· Lemons 

18,420 tons

· Bananas

11,578 tons

· Apples 


13,501 tons (mainly from Turkey, Italy and Spain)

· Grapes


5,011 tons

· Peaches & Nectarines
8,063 tons (Greece and Turkey)

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4,2) Exports

During last years, the vegetable exports were at a steady level of about 20 million Euro per year. The main destination was the European community with about 75% of the total amount. It has to be noticed that the other candidate countries (the Romania’s neighbors) and the former Soviet Union account together for not more than 15% of the Romanian exports:
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We could build the following partial table in order to analyze the structure of the Romanian vegetable exports. In quantity, the main item is “Cucumber & Gherkin”. This large quantity shows that it is probably raw material exported for the industry.

Concerning potatoes, following the information we could gather, this product is of poor quality and as it can be seen in the following table its price is very low (about $69 per ton).

During last years, the exports of Fruits are more or less at the same level than the exports of vegetables: about 20 million Euro per year. The main destination is the European Community with 50 to 55%.
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The same partial table shows that shelled walnuts are the main exported item in quantity as well as in value. Until 1997 the main quantity was Apples (over 100,000 tons). During that period the fresh Apples were exported mainly as a raw material for the confection of apple juice (about 70 to 80%), mainly to Hungary, Austria. and Germany (USDA Attaché Reports).

5. Conclusions

The general impression of this analysis is quit pessimistic. Obviously, Romania has difficulties to emerge from years of centralized economy and to become a competitive agent in its new environment.

The present situation is poor and even products the country could produce with its good natural conditions are imported. It is difficult to point out a leading branch, which could represent the basis of a new development. The image of Romanian exports in Europe is weak, especially after the bad experiences made during the former regime. 

The development of an alternative production to imports looks minimal.

For vegetables, the items could be tomatoes and onions. But we could not obtain monthly import data and probably a large amount of this import is made during a period that local production is unavailable.

Concerning fruits, there could not be alternative especially for tropical fruits, like citrus or bananas which demand will certainly grow in the coming years with the foreseeable elevation of the standard of living.

In those conditions, it seems that only two research directions could be adopted:

1 - On the basis of the main existing products

The possibility should be checked to select a significant quantity of product, to improve its quality at an acceptable level for European markets in order to start an export process as soon as possible.

This requires special efforts in post-harvest operation, sorting and packing. It supposes also a sufficient period of harvesting in order to start building a commercial season. 

This model could work for fruits like apples, plums, walnuts or cherries. For vegetables, cucumbers and mushrooms have to be checked.

2 -  Concerning other existing or potential products, a short feasibility study should be made by product, especially concerning agro-technical conditions and market demand to define which crop could be encouraged.

In vegetables, the potential seems to be melons, tomatoes, peppers and strawberries. In fruits: raspberries, and other berries.
